          4. Israel’s ruined structures will be built up by foreigners, and the nations  

              along their kings will render service to her (60:10-14). 

 

          5. The nations, who afflicted and despised Israel, will pay homage to her, and  

              exalt Jerusalem as the “city of the LORD, the Zion of the Holy One of Israel.”    

              Although Israel was once forsaken and hated, she will be the source of  

              “everlasting pride” to the nations of the world (60:14-15).
